The Devils and Utah faced-off for the first time since the team was established during the 2023-24 offseason.  

 

Jersey’s team improved to 8-3-1 all-time when playing their first game against an expansion franchise. 

 

The out-of-conference foes meet next on March 1 in Utah.  

 

The Devils served Utah the franchise's first-ever loss and shutout loss.  

 

The Devils opened their second back-to-back set for 2024-25 and improved to 2-0-0 in first-half games played. 

New Jersey is now 3-0-0 overall for back-to-back sets this season.

Tonight’s win marked New Jersey’s first shutout win for 2024-25 and first shutout win at Prudential Center 

since March 12, 2023, in a 3-0 win against Carolina.  

 

New Jersey was 19/44 on face-offs (43%).  

 

Jersey’s team is now 3-0-0 when leading after two periods of play this season.  

 

The Devils outshot Utah 33-20 and improved to 3-1-0 when outshooting opponents in 2024-25.

Seamus Casey opened the scoring for New Jersey and in consecutive games. The youngster earned his third 

goal for his rookie campaign, which also marked his second career power-play goal.  

 

Per NHL Pr, Casey “joined Maxime Lajoie (3 in 2018-19 w/ OTT) and Damon Severson (3 in 2014-15 w/ NJD) as 

the third active rookie defenseman to score at least three goals in their first five career games.” 

 

Casey also earned the primary assist on Stefan Noesen’s second-period goal, which provided New Jersey with 

a 2-0 lead. The effort marked Casey’s first career multi-point game (1g-1a).  

 

Noesen earned his fourth point in his last two games played (1g-3a). The veteran forward earned a point in 

four of the five games that New Jersey played this season. The Devils have won all four contests that Noesen 

earned a point in this season.  

 

Nico Hischier earned his first multi-point effort for the season, after he earned the primary assist on Casey’s 

tally and then recorded a power-play goal 10:13 into the third period.  

 

The outing also marked Hischier’s first power-play goal for 2024-25.  

 

Jack Hughes and Jesper Bratt earned the assists on Hischier’s power-play goal, respectively. Bratt’s assist 

nodded his second power-play point (1g-1a) for 2024-25.  

 

Quick Hits 

 

Paul Cotter led New Jersey with eight hits, which marked a season-high for Cotter. Cotter’s career-high for hits 

in a single game is 10, which he earned with Vegas on Oct. 10, 2023, against Seattle. The eight hits are a 

season-high for all Devils skaters.  



 

 

 

 

Jacob Allen earned his first career shutout with the Devils, after he recorded 20 saves. The shutout victory 

also marked his 25th career shutout, while his last shutout earned was on Feb. 14, 2023, against Chicago (22 

saves, w/ MTL).
